Dear Madam / Sir,

We are the society in charge of the studbook of the Welsh Pony and Cob breeds in the
Czech Republic. As such, we are addressing you, because we would like to become more
actively involved in cooperating with other Welsh studbooks in Europe and around the world.

First we would like to introduce in short the situation in the Czech Republic. The
Czech Welsh Pony and Cob Studbook was established in 2001. The first few years we needed
to devote mostly to the classifying and verifying of the pedigrees of all Czech ponies, because
all ponies used to be entered in one general studbook without specifying their breed. At
present all animals have been registered and are being registered correctly according to breed.

In the beginning our local legislation complicated the management of the studbook.
However, we are happy that (also because of the change of legislation under the influence of
our country entering the EU) we can gradually adjust the regulations of the Czech studbook to
those of the WPCS in Great Britain perfectly. In November 2007, two delegates of ours
visited the WPCS offices in Aberystwyth, where they expressed our wish to participate
actively in cooperating with the mother studbook (to Mrs. Gian Fazey-Koven and Mrs.
Bethan Jones). At their request, we sent the WPCS our studbook regulations and are now
awaiting their comments.

Our organisation, The Union of Pony Breeders (SCHP), manages the studbook under
the wings of the Czech Association of Unions of Horse Breeders (ASCHK CR), which
includes/covers the studbooks of several horse- and pony breeds bred in the Czech Republic,
and thus can provide us with larger financial and promotional strength.

As concerns the current state of our studbook, up to this day 400 mares and stallions
(i.e. with a Czech stallion licence) of sections A, B, C, D and WPBR (Welsh Part-Bred) have
been entered into the Czech studbook of Welsh Ponies and Cobs. Of these, approximately 280




[image: image2.jpg]animals are WPBR. In addition, there are 200 registered foals and young animals and
approximately 350 geldings.

Our union has a website: www.welsh-cz.info (which is currently under re-
construction) for a better promotion of the breeds. It is also possible to browse the studbook
online at www.aschk.cz (also a link on our website). Since last year we also publish our own
bulletin called ,,Welsh-cz* — we are taking the liberty of hereby sending you one issue on
approval. In the bulletin, we especially attempt to inform breeders because the lack of
information (caused mainly by the language barrier) is what truly pains us.

We would add that at present there are also two other organizations of Welsh Pony
and Cob breeders in the Czech Republic: The SCHWPC, whose members register their
animals in Great Britain, which is however inaccessible to another, quite large enthusiastic
group of breeders, either financially or due to the language barrier. With this society we are
maintaining a level of open communication and many of their members register their animals
with the Czech studbook as well. The third organization is called The Welsh World VIP
Breeders, whose members register their animals solely in Great Britain.

This year we are holding our national show on 15" June (Sunday) in the Slatifiany
national stud. Judges will be Mr. Stewart Franklin (www.sarumstud.com) and Mr. Adam
Fletcher (www.dhanakstud.com). We are sending you a poster. We will be very glad if you
will keep in touch with us and inform us of your activities such as shows. Earlier this year we
unfortunately were unable to take part in the international meeting. However, we hope that we
can participate next time. In the future we would also like to organize one of the International
Welsh Shows.

We are looking forward to your reply and to cooperating with your society!
